REQUIREMENTS FOR OBTAINING VISAS TO PERFORM

SPORTS ACTIVITIES IN PORTUGAL

· Temporary visas allow bearers to perform sports activities in Portugal, from 3 months to up to 3 years, under contract to a Club or sports facility.

· Application must be submitted to the nearest Portuguese Consulate for processing. The request is then forwarded to Lisbon for consideration by the Portuguese immigration authorities. Approval may take from 1 to 2 months to be received at the Consulate, at which point a 90 day visa may be issued. A residency card will be issued in Portugal within 3 months of applicant’s arrival.

· Accompanying family members must apply for temporary residency visas. Each family member must submit the documents indicated on Nos.1, 3 (if older than 15), 4 and 5. Residency visas do not allow holders to engage in  paid activities in Portugal

Documents to be Submitted to Consulate (in duplicate):

1. Application Form (original and a copy): typed or printed, with signature of applicant notarized, each form with a recent passport-size photo glued on the space provided;

2. Work contract or letter from contracting party must be submitted either in Portuguese or be translated at the Consulate (please consult schedule of fees below);

3. Criminal Record Certificate: issued by the proper U.S. authorities, authenticated with a seal or with signature of the issuing authority. This document must be legalized by the Consulate (please consult schedule of fees below); 

4. Certified copies of  the pages of applicant’s valid passport  showing  photo and personal data.
